
Pets!
If you brought a pet (or two) with you to the Atlantis, please follow ALL of our pet rules.  

That said, the three most important rules are:

1.	 It is required by law that all pets be on a leash no more than 6 feet long when they are outside.  
There are ONLY TWO exceptions to this:

1.	 They can be off-leash when they are playing IN the ocean.
2.	 They MUST be off-leash when they are playing in the Atlantis Lodge Dog Park.

2.	 Always pick up after your pet.  
Scoops have been provided around the property, so please scoop poop into nearby bushes.  When on or near the beach please use 
the bags and special waste receptacle available on the beach deck.

3.	 No barking.
We understand the occasional “hello” bark, but continuous barking is not permitted.  Please do not 
leave your pet in your room if s/he is inclined to bark, howl, or cry.  Try turning the TV to Animal Planet 
or The Discovery Channel – pets seem to like it.

Additional Pet Rules
Please cover the bedspread, blanket, or sofa in your room with the “pet sheet” provided.

If your pet has an “accident” in the room (we understand these things happen), please let 
the Front Desk know immediately so we can have it cleaned up as quickly as possible.

There is a pet-wash station next to the beach walk with complimentary shampoo 
and conditioner (please let us know if these need refilling).  The Front Desk will also 
be happy to provide you with towels for drying.

Any excessive housekeeping, maintenance, or destruction of property caused by 
pets will be charged to your room.

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Doggie-Handler DOs
1.	 There should only be one dog at a time in the “safe area” 

between the two gates.  Please ensure the safe area is 
unoccupied before entering it from either side.

2.	 Wait until you are safely inside the park before removing your 
dog’s leash (which you MUST do once you are inside the park).

3.	 You MUST accompany your dog at all times.

4.	 Please use the scoops provided to clean up after your dog (and 
fertilize our bushes on the other side of the fence).

5.	 Ensure your dog’s leash is securely attached before leaving the 
safe area.

Doggie-Handler DON’Ts
1.	 Please do not smoke while using the dog park.  (This includes 

“over the fence.”)

2.	 Please do not allow your dog to dig holes.

3.	 Please do not use toys if dogs begin to fight over them.

4.	 The occasional “hello” bark is OK, but continuous barking is 
prohibited.  Dogs that bark excessively must be removed from 
the park.

Dog Park Rules
1.	 To enter the Atlantis Lodge Dog Park, a dog must be:

•	 over 4 months of age;
•	 fully vaccinated;
•	 healthy;
•	 collared;
•	 on a leash no longer than 6 feet; and
•	 accompanied by an owner / handler at least 16 years of age.

2.	 Dogs in heat are not allowed in the park.
3.	 Our fence is only 4 feet tall.  If there is ANY chance your dog will try to jump over it, please do not use the dog park.
4.	 If you know your dog to be unsociable to humans or other dogs, please do not use the park when others are there.
5.	 No food of any kind is allowed in the park at any time – not even treats, please.
6.	 Children must be at least 8 years of age to enter the dog park.

If an issue arises between dog owners and/or 

dogs, please try to work it out amongst yourselves.  

The dog park is here for your convenience, as 

well as everyone’s (and every dog’s) ENJOYMENT.

Your dogs have already forgotten about the problem 

and are playing again.  See how smart they are?!
